It is a group of people who show their concern for 
their neighbors through concrete actions.  FISH 
groups exist in many cities in the US and around 
t h e  wo r l d ,  e a c h  g r o u p  o p e r a t e s  
independently.  They share only the philosophy  
of helping those in need.  FISH provides 

• Emergency food aid 

• Free clothing 

• Prescription drug assistance 
In addition, FISH attempts to connect clients with 
other organizations that can provide longer term 
assistance.   FISH never charges clients for  
services and does not duplicate the services of 
other organizations.  It provides immediate,  
limited, short-term help to individuals and families 
who cannot get assistance quickly from other 
sources.  FISH has a food cupboard located at 
Trinity Methodist Church and a clothing cupboard 
at St. Mary’s Episcopal Church. 

FISH is 100% volunteer based 
with no paid staff.   It draws 
most of its volunteers from a 
wide range of area churches.  In its almost 30 years 
of existence locally, FISH has supplied  
several hundred thousand meals, helped tens of 
thousands with clothing and provided many  
thousands of dollars in prescription assistance.  
Without FISH, thousands of children and adults 
would have gone hungry, had no warm or appro-
priate clothing and suffered unnecessarily from 
easily treatable diseases. 
 

Last year Northwood gave $4,369 to support the 

efforts of FISH in our community.    
 

There is a FISH donation box in the narthex, near 
the office, where you can bring non-perishable 
food items and clothing, especially needed are 
men’s work clothes, children’s clothing and warm 
clothes.
