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A Word from Barry 
I like to think of Northwood as a church where people who are 

hurting can find love, acceptance, and a kind and encouraging 
word.  Do you remember hearing and reading about the nine men who 
were trapped 240 feet underground in a coal mine in Somerset, PA., in 
July 2002?  Three days later all nine men were rescued and reporters 
called it a miracle. 

According to news reports the men had decided that they would 
either live or die as a group.  When one would get cold the others 
would huddle around him and warm him up.  Miner Harry B. Mayhugh 
told reporters, “everybody had strong moments, but any time maybe one guy got down, 
then the rest pulled together.  And then that guy would get back up, and maybe someone 
else would feel a little weaker, but it was a team effort.”  The miners understood that in 
order for them to survive they needed the encouragement and support that came from 
sticking together.   

Over the years several people have said to me, “I could not have made it through that 
difficult time in my life without the church.”  And that is what Northwood needs to 
be.  Whenever anyone of us is in need, whatever the need may be, we need to surround the 
hurting person with love and support.   

Often in a church our size it is easy for a person to fall through the cracks.  We don’t 
want that to be the case for any of our church family.  So what is the answer?  I believe the 
best answer is for you to join a small group.  A safe place where you can know and be 
known. A place to love and to be loved. A place to pray for others and be prayed for.
