She was dressed so shabbily and seemed so very old that her reply startled me. 

“You’ve been sitting here for many years now, haven’t you? And always smiling. 

You wear your troubles well.” 

“You can’t reach my age and not have troubles,” she replied. “Only it’s like Jesus and 

Good Friday…” She paused for a moment. 

“Yes?” I prompted. 

“Well, when Jesus was crucified on Good Friday, that was the worst day for the whole 

world. When I get troubles I remember that, and then I think of what happened only 

three days later—Easter and our Lord arising. So when things go wrong, I’ve learned 

to wait three days…and somehow things get much better.” 

She smiled good-bye, but her words still follow me whenever I think I have 

troubles…”Give God a chance to help...wait three days.”

NOTE FROM A MEMBER 
A couple of weeks ago Pastor Barry, during his 
third service sermon, stated that the church is 
experiencing a deficit each month in the 
amount of $2,000–$3,000. The following 
Tuesday, I attended a board meeting and 
learned that six of the last eight months 
showed a deficit. For example, January was 
$3,058 in the red, and February was $2,978 in 
the red. 
One of my concerns is that the congregation is 
generally not aware of the situation the church 
finds itself in, and that if made aware, the 
problem is easily solvable. Steps have been 
taken to remedy that awareness. 
In reviewing the numbers with Ralph 
Matteson, we concluded that, based on a 
congregation of approximately 400 people, that 
if each of us would give an extra $2, over and 
above our regular offering, we can eliminate 
the monthly deficit. $2 extra x 400 per week 
equals $800 per week, or $3,200 per month. 
I have since learned that the elders discussed 
the situation during their last meeting, and have 
pledged an extra $30 each per month. Hats off 
to the elders! 
I know that economic times are difficult right 
now, but we can fix this. 
It’s time for the rest of us who are able, to step 
up and follow the elders’ example. 
Let’s put our church back in the black.

Think about the fact that Jesus chose 12 men to be disciples and shape Christianity as we 
know it 12 men who we would not likely have chosen. Would you have picked a tax 
collector or fisherman in Jesus’ time? Not likely, but look at the results.

HEAR THE MESSAGE ▪ DISCUSS THE MESSAGE 
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On Sunday morning in Children’s Church, we talked about discerning 
the will of God through reading His Word and prayer. The 
lesson involved a demonstration of “following instructions” to spread 
peanut butter on crackers. The first giggle inevitably springs from the 
children’s instruction to “put the peanut butter on the crackers” so the 
jar gets placed on the cracker box. They thought this was hilarious. 
What followed was not so predictable. As we walked through each step 
of the process, one little girl shuffled through her kids’ Bible and very 

seriously said, “I don’t think this is in here.” It was my turn to giggle.  
This moment, in the blink of an eye, captured the wisdom that children bring to 

learning about God and His will for our lives. Many of our problems are 
universal across time and place, so the lessons of the Israelites in the desert or the early 
church in Corinth speak directly into our challenges today. But so many of our trials 
arise from the complexity of modernity, the pressures of time and technology, or the 
anxiety of living in an uncertain world. We “don’t think this is in here,” as we read 
God’s Word. 

Believing that the Bible is authoritative in spiritual matters, I’ve learned that God 
foreknew my life and had a good plan for it, before I was a gleam in my earthly father’s 
eye. He may not have written rules about the internet, the use of natural resources, or 
the genocide in Darfur, but he knew these would be the challenges of our time. He did 
not forget to address this in His Word. It is perfectly fashioned. The remedy to these and 
all other challenges we face in contemporary life is contained in His Word. That remedy 
is Jesus. 

Our children look to us to explain how Jesus’ example, His teachings, 
and His death and resurrection guide our lives. A firm grasp of these essentials 
can summon courage when it is needed, character when it is otherwise in short supply, 
and conscience when it is easier to take an easy way out. Our children also look to us to 
live in relationship with Jesus in all His complexity, relying on Him as the Rock, the 
Fortress, the Light, the Prince of Peace, our Redeemer, our Comforter, the Great 
Physician, our Portion, the Good Shepherd, the Master, our Resting Place.  

It is a huge challenge to teach this Good News to children in a way they can 
easily understand. Sometimes the lessons count on a simple activity to explain a complex 
idea. But always, always we try to insure that the message is “in here.”

J onathan: I’ve been working with the high school and middle school 
group for two years at Northwood, but I was also a Lay Minister at 
Hope Lutheran Church for a year prior to joining Northwood. 

 

R eed: What is your favorite part of working with the youth? 

J onathan: I love building relationships with the students. I enjoy seeing them grow and 
thrive in the plan God has for them. 

 

R eed: What would you tell someone that was thinking about getting involved in youth 
ministry? 

J onathan: I would definitely encourage them to do so, but I would also tell them to give 
your all to it. Students know when you aren’t putting the effort into ministry, and it 
directly influences the way they perceive God and His church. 

 

R eed: What is your favorite color?  

J onathan: Lightning yellow and thunder 
green…just kidding…but seriously they 
are.
