CARING FOR OUR DEEPEST SORROWS

Life can deal out tremendous hardship, be it the loss of a loved one, living with
chronic illness, or facing other trials that can leave lasting emotional scars. So
often in times of struggle—after the crisis passes and those who have rallied
around us have gone back to their own lives—those affected face a lifetime of
learning to live with the challenges of loss.

Northwood is fortunate to have a quiet unassuming man who has answered
God’s call to reach out to those who must deal with grief. He is Ted Stagner, a retired counselor
who volunteers for the armed services on 4-6 week assignments around the United States and in his
‘spare’ time leads a Grief Group here at the church for those who are facing the challenge of living
with loss. The next 5-6 week Grief Group is scheduled to begin on August 10th (for complete details
go to page 2).

Speaking from personal experience, this relatively short course can have tremendous impact and
demonstrates the powerful way that God works through Ted to provide practical Christ-centered
healing and tools for living with grief and loss. He reaches out to attendees and, with Christ’s dis-
cernment, addresses their needs on a personal level. He is truly a remarkable man and Northwood
is blessed to have his skills and caring to call on. I recommend that anyone who has experienced
loss—for me, it is a debilitating illness—consider attending these wonderful sessions.

Habitat for Humanity
Check the hallway WOM bulletin board for August featuring Habitat for Humanity
outreach. Their ministry is currently building homes in Meyer Estates, a cluster development
located at 49th & A Streets in Springfield. Homes are 2 or 3 bedroom depending on family size.

Applicants are selected based on 3 criteria; need, willingness to Partner, and ability to pay
principal debt, zero interest mortgage. Persons/families with income levels from 30 - 60% of the
area medium income, adjusted for family size, are eligible. Sweat equity requirement is 400 hours
for a one-adult house and 500 hours for 2 or more adult house. There are also legal resident
requirements.

Homes are built with volunteer labor and materials. Recently a new program called Apostles
Build has been started. An Apostles Build project brings together up to 12 churches to partner
together to build a home for a qualified local family.

You can help with a one time gift pledge thru the “600
club” (600 units pledging 100 each), celebrate someone
with a donation in their name, leave a legacy, or attend
the “Willamette Valley Brews and Blues Festival” August
7th and 8th at Island Park. You can also help by
volunteering your time. Volunteer orientation is
scheduled first Monday of each month at 6:30P.M. at the
Springfield/Eugene HFH office, corner of 12th & G
Streets - phone 741-1707.
