AN OPEN LETTER ABOUT HEARING DISABILITY FROM LEONE MILLER
Dear Northwood Family,

I 8dm so grateful that we have a |l oop system in our
the Sunday Service. | believe that everyone has the higdthi® Gospel. Outside of the sanctuary, how-
ever, those with a hearing loss struggle to hear, especially in the fellowship hall and classrooms. | hope that
what | share here will help hearing folks understand some things about communicating with those with a
hearing loss. We really want to be included in all that goes on here and we need your help.

When you were born, most likely your hearing was normal. So was mine. For years, | took the ability to
hear for granted. | sang in choirs, led music, and played piano. For the past 15 years, my life has been differ-
ent . ltos all because | |l ost the hearing in my right
mean? Imagine losing the sensitive hairs that line the back of your neck, one by one. You wait and wait for
them to grow back, but they never do. For some unknown reason, the hairs are gone forever. That has hap-
pened to my inner ears. The nerve hairs in the deepest part of one ear have been destroyed permanently
cause unknown. Without these hairs, my ears are not as sensitive to sound as most. The first part of my hear-
ing that disappeared was Higlguency pitchdsirds singing, kids screaming, phones ringing, and all soft
consonant sounds (f, s, t, v). Gone. Permanently. | am basically deaf to these noises. The inability to hear high
-frequency pitches affects all of my conversations witHgaring aids are a help, not a ééthtiog. hear-
ing aid, | can hear the phone ring and kids scream and soft consonant sounds, most of the time. Yet even
with my aid, I still candt hear birds singing. And m
Because one out of 10 people has a hearing loss (that means about 50 people here at Northwood), | want to
help bridge the gap between those who hear and those with hearing loss. Here are my suggestions.

o Please face me when you speak. My eyes have become my ears. | watch your lips move and interpret
your facial and body gestures.

e Quiet rooms are always the best place for me to hear you well. Restaurants and large, open rooms are
difficult. Pull me aside, look me in the eye, and speak slowly and with good articulation. Doing this will
decrease the chances of you having to repeat yourself.

e | dondt expect you to walk on eggshells, if you ar
is much better to tell me that | didndét respond tc
zoned out for not answering.

I f any of my suggestions seem too radical, I 6d i ke

both of your ears, then try to carry on a conversation in a noisy room with your eyes closed. Difficult? Wel-
come to my world! | hope this gives you some insight that will help conversations with hard of hearing peo-
ple. (By the way, some folks have mild losses and some hayeaievera losses which means we all hear
differently.)

Those with a hearing loss must strive to:
e give our full attention when you speak to us
e politely ask you to repeat yourself if we have missed something you said.
e care about what you have to say because we care about you.

| am the leader of the Hard of Hearing Ministry here at Northwood. | have answers to a lot of things you
might have questions abottpils, assistive listening devices, free phones through the state of Oregon, some
financing through organizations, and things you need to know before getting a hearing aid. | am here to help
you, because | understand.
