BOARD  AGREES TO  AMORTIZE  BUILDING  LOAN  
 Now would be a great time to make a gift to the building fund!  At the recommendation 

of the Stewardship Ministry Team*, the Board approved at their February 9th meeting to 
move forward with the final step in our loan with Siuslaw Bank, amortizing the building loan. 
Interest rates are at an all time low and we want to lock in those rates as soon as possible.  
Needless to say, the lower the balance being amortized, the lower the payment, the lower the 
interest, and most importantly the sooner the loan will be paid off.  Just think what the church 
could do for spreading the Good News if we had no debt!  

As of January 31, 2010, Northwood's loan balance with Siuslaw Bank was $757,940. We 
have paid $88,118 down on the principal since July 2009 - with $62,000 in reserve funds and 
stock proceeds paid toward the loan over the past two months.  The loan was first taken out 
in 2004 to pay for Phase IV of the building project (new education wing and kitchen) and to 
payoff the balance of Phase III (Sanctuary).  The loan arrangement at that time was an interest 
only loan at 6.25%.  Our capital campaign in 2004 was a 3-year commitment by our members 
to fund these efforts. Receipts from that campaign paid off the sanctuary loan (about 
$130,000), directly paid building costs for Phase IV of approximately $230,000, and funded 
interest ($153,000) and principal ($240,000) payments on the loan over the next 3 years.  Since 
that time, many members of the church have continued their support of the building, and 
monthly interest and principal payments have continued. 

The current loan contract is scheduled to expire in April 2011 at which time the Church 
either needs to re-finance or pay-off the loan.  The Stewardship Ministry Team has researched 
options and recommends re-financing with Siuslaw Bank now before interest rates begin to 
climb.  Siuslaw has offered the church a very competitive adjustable rate mortgage with a 
beginning interest rate of 6.5%. The interest rate will be adjusted every three years based on 
changes in the prime interest rate.  The highest interest rate possible over the life of the loan is 
9.75%.  The loan will be amortized over 25 years with no prepayment penalty. We are 
fortunate that Siuslaw Bank is willing to provide this financing. With the financial markets as 
they are today, most lenders would not consider such a loan and certainly not at such 
favorable rates. Other options were explored and Siuslawõs offer is our best option.

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Weõve had good learning and great fun with our From the Manger to the 
Grave lessons since Christmas.  In last monthõs newsletter I shared our 
touching encounter  with the Holy Spirit after telling the story of Jesusõ 
baptism.  This month, I hope your heart  will be touched by our study of 
Jesusõ miracles. 

In a world dominated by superheroes, you might think that our kids 
would not be impressed by Jesus calming the sea or walking on water.  
So we talked about the feats of Spiderman, Superman, and Batman.  
True enough, these superheroes do supernatural things to solve 

problems and sometimes they do help others.  But thereõs a real difference between a 
superhero and our Savior, and kids get it right away. 

With superheroes, magic is used to introduce mystery into the story, and we wonder 
õhow did that happen?õ  How does he fly?  How did he climb the side of the building?  Why 
was he not injured by that speeding bullet?  The story is fantastic, the action is fantasy. 

With Jesus, there is no hocus-pocus.  Everything He does is real. His appearance and 
demeanor is not altered when He takes action. He lifts His arms (not His voice), and calms 
the sea.  He blesses the fish and bread, and feeds the 5,000.  With a touch, a word, or a 
prayer He heals; a blind man, 10 lepers, the bleeding woman, Jairusõ daughter, and raises 
Lazarus from the dead..   

This is what children instinctively understand: Jesus is a real man andnd the Son of 
God.  So we created a circle to form the shape of a small fishing boat, and one little friend 
laid down to show how Jesus slept while we waved our crepe paper wind- and wave-makers 
of a stormy sea.  And when our little Jesus arose, He was a real person who lifted his arms 
and, in a calm and quiet voice said òPeace.  Be still.ó 

When we bowed our heads to pray, we were blessed again by the presence of the Holy 
Spirit.  This time I was reassured that the children believed, and that what they believed was 
true.
