Respectable Sins 
Small Groups meet each week for a discussion on the weekly sermon. Groups are available on

FISH receives monthly support from Northwood in the amount of .85% of our 18% 
general fund allocation for local and world outreach. 

FISH is not a part of Food for Lane County. It is a Christian non-profit 100% 
volunteer organization supported by local area churches. FISH is located at the back 
entrance to Trinity United Methodist Church, 440 Maxwell Rd. Eugene. Anyone can call 
them at 689-9750 and ask for a 3-day meal supply of food per month according to the size 
of household. They also have a prescription maintenance monthly allowance available as 
well as a free clothing closet located at St. Maryõs Episcopal Parish at the corner of 13th & 
Pearl. Clean, usable clothing may be donated to this site. 

In addition to our general fund giving you may donate non-perishable food to the 
FISH box located in our narthex. If you prefer to give food to our own church family, 
place your items on the roll cart adjacent to the FISH box. 

FISH welcomes volunteers. Your free time can be well spent and appreciated. See the 
Outreach Board and/or the pink flyer in our brochure rack adjacent to the FISH box for 
more information.

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T HANKS  FOR  D ONATING  TO  THE  BUILDING  FUND  

Last month I shared information about the church proceeding with amortizing our 
building loan with Siuslaw Bank.  In summary, Siuslaw has offered the church a very 
competitive adjustable rate mortgage with a beginning interest rate of 6.5%. The interest 
rate will be adjusted every three years based on changes in the prime interest rate.  The 
highest interest rate possible over the life of the loan is 9.75%.  The loan will be amortized 
over 25 years with no prepayment penalty. We are fortunate that Siuslaw Bank is willing to 
provide this financing.  We expect to sign the loan documents after April 15 with our first 
payment due either in May or June. 

Due to significant donations to the building fund during the month of March (over 
$11,000), we should be able to reduce the principal of the loan from $757,000 to under 
$750,000.  Thank you to our fellow members who were moved to donate to the fund in 
March.  Your donations are significant and greatly appreciated.   

If any members of the church have a desire to make an extra gift to the building fund, 
this would be a great time to donate to the fund.  Gifts today will help us further reduce the 
loan principal.  Needless to say, the lower the balance being amortized, the lower the 
payment and most importantly the sooner the loan could be paid off.   As a result, we will 
be able to provide more 
resources for spreading the 
Good News of Jesus Christ.  
Now thatõs a gift that will pay 
dividends forever!
